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Indonesia, with Southeast Asia's largest land area and population, as well as abundant natural resources, has
achieved steady economic growth in recent years. Politically, its transition to democracy and political stability has
meant that Japanese companies regard Indonesia as a promising market in the medium to long term.

However, opportunities to access systematic knowledge about Indonesian business law are limited and there are
limited materials in English and Japanese that cover current legal issues in Indonesia. For this reason we established
a new overview course focusing on Indonesian Business Law: “Asian Business Law Seminar 2”, hosted by the Asian
Law Education Program this academic year. In this seminar, the specialist distinguished Indonesian lecturers who

taught this course present the latest issues in Indonesian law as it affects business.
